Afghanistan future can’t
be its past: Jaishankar

REFLECTING THE URGENCY
and concern over the devel-
oping situation in
Afghanistan, India on
Wednesday said the world is
“against seizure of power by
violence and force”, and
“peace negotiations in
earnest are the only answer”.

Thiswas spelt out by S Jais-
hankar at the meeting of for-
eign ministers of the Shang-
hai Cooperation Organisation
(SCO), in Dushanbe Wednes-
day. Foreign ministers Sergey
Lavrov (Russia), Wang Yi
(China) and Shah Mahmood
Qureshi (Pakistan) were pre-
sent at the meeting, among
others.

In a series of tweets, Jais-
hankar said, “The world,
region and the Afghan people
all want the same end state:
Anindependent,neutral, uni-
fied, peaceful, democratic
and prosperous nation... The
future of Afghanistan cannot
be its past. Awhole new gen-
eration has different expecta-
tions.We should not let them
down.”

He added, “The world is
against the seizure of power
by violence and force. It will
not legitimise such actions...
An acceptable compromise
that reflects Doha process,
Moscow format and Istanbul
process is essential.”

Jaishankar called for“ceas-
ing violence and terrorist
attacks against civilians and
state representatives”, settle-
ment of conflict “through
political dialogue”, respect

towards “interests of all eth-
nic groups”, and ensuring
that “neighbours are not
threatened by terrorism, sep-
aratism and extremism”.

Jaishankar also underlined
combating terrorism and
extremism, and checking of
terror financing, as the key
purpose of the SCO, in his
address at the meeting in
Dushanbe, the capital of
Tajikistan.

Apart from the situation
in Afghanistan, he said public
health and economic recov-
ery were pressing issues fac-
ing the region. Underlining
“One Earth One Health”, he
urged early universal vaccina-
tion against Covid-19, and
pressed for “reformed multi-
lateralism”.

An eight-member eco-
nomic and security bloc, the
SCO has emerged as one of
the largest trans-regional
international organisations
and is seen as a counter-
weight to NATO.

EAM Jaishankar holds talks
with Chinese counterpart
Wang Yi in Dushanbe

ANY UNILATERAL CHANGE
in status quo along the Line of
Actual Control was “not
acceptable” to India, External
Affairs Minister S Jaishankar
told his Chinese counterpart
Wang Yi on Wednesday, and
emphasised the need to com-
plete the disengagement,
resolving the remainingissues
in Eastern Ladakh at the earli-
est as prolongation of the
existing situation was “visibly
impacting therelationshipina
negative manner”.

During an hour-long meet-
ing on the sidelines of a con-
clave of the Shanghai Coopera-
tion Organisation (SCO) in
Dushanbe, the two ministers
agreed that the next round of
military dialogue should be
convened at the earliest and its
focus should be on discussing
all the remainingissues to find
amutuallyacceptablesolution,
according to the Ministry of
External Affairs (MEA).

It said there was also an
understanding that both sides
will continue to ensure stabil-
ity on the ground and that nei-
thersidewill take any unilateral
action that could increase ten-
sion.

During thetalks,Jaishankar
recalled that both sides had
agreed that a prolongation of
the existing situation was not
intheinterest of eithersideand
that it was “visibly impacting
the relationship in a negative
manner”,the MEA said.

Assessing the overall rela-
tionship, Jaishankar empha-
sised that maintenance of
peace and tranquillity in the
borderareashasbeen the foun-
dation for the development of
ties since 1988.

“The attempts to change
status quo last year that also
disregarded commitments
under the 1993 and 1996
agreements have inevitably
affected ties.

“He emphasised thatitwas,
therefore, in mutual interest
that the two sideswork towards
early resolution of the remain-
ingissuesalongthe LACin east-
ern Ladakh while fully abiding
by bilateral agreements and
protocols,” the MEA said in a
statement.

In a series of tweets, Jais-
hankar said the discussions
focused on the outstanding
issuesalong the LACin eastern

Ladakh.

The MEA said the two min-
isters had a detailed exchange
of views on the current situa-
tion along the LAC in eastern
Ladakhandalso on otherissues
related to the overall India-
Chinarelations.

“Concluded a one-hour
bilateral meeting with State
Councilor and FM Wang Yi of
China on the sidelines of
Dushanbe SCO Foreign Minis-
ters Meeting. Discussions
focused on the outstanding
issues along the LAC in the
Western Sector,” Jaishankar
tweeted. He said full restora-
tionand maintenance of peace
and tranquillityin borderareas
was essential for the develop-
ment of the bilateral ties.

“Highlighted that unilateral
change of status quo is not
acceptable.Fullrestorationand
maintenance of peace and
tranquillity in border areas is
essential for development of
our ties,” Jaishankar said.

It was the first in-person
meeting between Jaishankar
and Wang after their talks in
Moscow on the sidelines of an
SCO conclave in September last
year. In the Moscow talks,both
sides reached a five-point
agreement to resolve the bor-
der row. The pact included

measures like quick disengage-

ment of troops,avoidingaction
that could escalate tensions,
adherence to all agreements
and protocols on border man-
agement and steps to restore
peace along the LAC.
“Recalling their last meet-
ing in Moscow, in September
2020, the External Affairs Min-
ister emphasized the need to
follow through on the agree-
ment reached then and com-
plete the disengagement,
resolving the remaining issues
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along the LAC in Eastern
Ladakh at the earliest,”"the MEA
said.

It said Jaishankar pointed
outtoWang that the successful
disengagementin the Pangong
Lake Area earlier this year had
created conditions for resolv-
ing the remaining issues.

“It was expected that the
Chinese side would work with
us towards this objective. The
External Affairs Minister
noted, however, that the situa-
tion in remaining areas is still
unresolved,’the MEA said.

India and China have been
locked in a military standoff at:
multiple friction points in east-
ern Ladakh since early May last
year. The two sides completed
the withdrawal of troops and
weapons from the North and
Southbanks of Pangonglakein
February following a series of
military and diplomatic talks.

The two sides are now
engaged in talks to extend the
disengagement process to the
remaining friction points.

There was no visible for-
ward movement in disengage-
ment of troops in the remain-
ing friction points as the
Chinese side did not show flex-
ibilityin theirapproachonitat
the 11th round of military
talks.
